ERE is a stunt that the advertising department of your live-wire news- 
paper will recognize as a splendid good-will plan, and which will net 
your show smashing free advertising. Here is your proposition in a nut- 

shell. It can be worked as a two—three day stunt for an entire week. The 
advertising solicitor is to line up as many regular advertisers as possible and 
induce them to run in, their copy, a box announcing that Free Tickets to see

The average local broadcasting station is anxious to build up as 
great a local following as possible, as the value of their time for com- 
mercial programs is thereby determined. Ever on the lookout for nov- 
elties and broadcast features that can be successfully employed as 
sustaining units during unsold periods, the following cooperative plan 
presents a most acceptable proposition to station program directors. 
By all means try to set the time so as not to conflict with your own 
business. 

Exhibitors should contact their local radio stations and offer the 
following two five-minute radio features. One is a dramatization 
from the picture. The other is a brief talk about the life of Stan- 

wyck. These can be used as one feature or split into two programs. 
The continuity as given here is self-explanatory and its own value as 
a novel program unit of genuine radio fan interest will be realized at 
once by a live wire broadcast studio. 

In some situations where a popular amateur dramatic society 
is available, this organization can readily be induced to put on the 
radio playlet in return for the favorable publicity involved. In other 
situations the radio station’s staff members can be used.
